   An alcohol breath test (ABT) is often used by the police to find out whether a person is drunk while driving. In the United States, the legal blood alcohol limit is 0.08% for people aged 21 years or older, while people under 21 are not allowed to drive a car with any level of alcohol in their body. A “positive” test result, a result over the legal limit, __16__ the police to arrest the driver. A new scientific breakthrough was achieved earlier this year when scientists were able to grow a human embryo in a lab for 13 days. _D_51__This was four days more than the previous record and allowed the scientists to study the earliest stages of human development. However, it also brought them close to an ethical prohibition stating that human embryos cannot be cultivated in labs for more than 14 days.

The 14-day limit was imposed in the 1980s. This regulation had never concerned scientists, as they were unable to keep a lab-grown embryo alive for that long. Now that this is possible, some scientists are asking whether the limit should be extended.

This will help us comprehend genetic diseases, improve the chance of success for in vitro fertilization (IVF), and possibly lead to the production of stem cells that can be used to treat diseases. Professor Magdalena Zernicka-Goetz, one of the researchers who worked on the study, stated that this isn’t a decision she thinks scientists should make alone. They are stony structures full of dark hideaways where fish and sea animals can lay their eggs and escape from predators. Without these underwater “apartment houses,” there would be fewer fish in the ocean. Some species might even become endangered or disappear completely. 

There are thousands of reefs in the world; sadly, however, they are now in serious danger. More than one-third are in such bad shape that they could die within ten years. Many might not even last that long! _B_56__Scientists are working hard to find out what leads to this destruction. There are still a lot of questions unanswered, but three main causes have been identified. 
The first cause is pollution on land. The pollutants run with rainwater into rivers and streams, which carry the poisons into the ocean. Chemicals from the poisons kill reefs or make them weak, so they have less resistance
 to diseases. 

Global warming is another reason. Higher ocean temperatures kill the important food source for the coral—the algae, the tiny greenish-gold water plants that live on coral.   Schools in Taiwan are no longer able to punish students for not wearing uniforms. Dozens of people have been arrested in Hanoi, Vietnam, after protesting against a Taiwanese company that they claim caused mass fish deaths. The fish deaths occurred off the coast of Ha Tinh province, where the company Formosa Plastics Group runs a steel plant.

First reports concluded that the company’s plant wasn’t responsible for the deaths, and the company also denied any wrongdoing. However, that didn’t stop the local residents, who depend heavily on exporting seafood, from blaming the company. The situation was made worse by a Formosa Plastics Group official, who said that Vietnam needed to decide between catching fish and having a steel mill, as it couldn’t have both. The company official was later fired, but that hasn’t calmed the public’s anger.

Experts from Germany, Japan, the US, and Israel are currently investigating the cause of the fish deaths. They believe that it’s either a case of “red tide,” when algae blooms and produces toxins, or the release of toxic chemicals by humans.
